An updated situation of the FCI international competitions and the results of the dogs was presented.

The information was recalled: 
WCH Teams - the participation fee is 350 euros, of which 50 euros go to the FCI account.
WCH Individual - the participation fee is 115 euros, of which 15 euros go to the FCI account.
To the judges to be reimbursed immediately on arrival -  an allowance of at least 50 € for each travel day and the least 75 € for each judging day. If the judge travels by car, the corresponding kilometrage will be paid at 0.50 €/km..

The idea of ​​the work of the RDC Board was presented, in which the current vice-presidents can take over the secretariat activity, to help, for a speedy communication and execution of the requirements.
